
    
 
INSTRUCTIONS FOR  HEATING & SERVING  KOSHER MEALS 

ALL ITEMS ARE SEALED WITH A RABBINICAL SEAL (KEDASSIA).  
DO NOT BREAK ANY SEALS OR REMOVE ANY WRAPPINGS PRIOR TO 
HEATING. 
DO NOT INSERT FOOD PROBE. 
DO NOT REMOVE ANY WRAPPINGS WHEN SERVING ALL ITEMS, HOT OR 
COLD. 
THE PERSON EATING THE MEAL WILL BREAK THE SEAL. 

HOT ITEMS (including Soups, Hors d’oeuvres, Main Courses and Desserts) 
- Will be delivered chilled or frozen. 
- Chilled items - store in a fridge/chiller at 20C to 50C  until required. Shelf life – 72 hours. 
- Frozen items - store in a freezer at –200C or below.  Remove from freezer and place in a 

fridge/chiller to defrost 24 hours before required. 
- Will be presented directly on the china dishes or on CPET plastic disposable dishes, or on  

foil platters which are suitable for reheating in an oven or microwave.(excluding foil platters 
which are only suitable for ovens). 

- Will be double wrapped and double sealed i.e. they will be wrapped with cling film or silver 
foil and sealed, then placed in a roasting bag and sealed.  (All wrappings are suitable for the 
oven and microwave excluding foiled platters which are only suitable for ovens). 

- Chilled items, reheat as per the instructions on the labels. (35 mins. in preheated oven 
2200C/4300F / microwave 5 mins. on 1000W - 7 mins. on 600W (for fried product 1 min. 
less) 

- Frozen items, reheat as per the instructions on the labels but add an extra 1 minute to the 
microwave times and 10 minutes to the oven times. 

 
COLD ITEMS (including Soups, Hors d’oeuvres, Main Courses and Desserts) 

- Will be delivered chilled or frozen. 
- Chilled items - store in a fridge/chiller at 20C  to 50C until required.  Shelf life – 72 hours. 
- Frozen items - store in a freezer at –200C or below.  Remove from freezer and place in a 

fridge/chiller to defrost 24 hours before required. 
- Will be presented directly on the china dishes or on CPET plastic disposable dishes. 
- Will be wrapped with cling film and sealed. 
 

WINES 
- Must be kosher and may have been supplied by us. 
- Present bottle unopened to client. 

 
DRINKING GLASSES 

- Do not have to be Kosher.  Any clean glass is acceptable. 
 

CHINA & CUTLERY 
Must be supplied by us.  Please check delivery note to identify if “china bought at cost” or 
“china loaned”.  All china bought at cost is at your disposal.  All loaned china must be 
washed after the event.
